The water includes traces of sodium carbonate, hydro-
carbonate, sulphate, fluorite, and hydrogen sulphide which is
believed to have healing properties.

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What Is Recommended To Bring

Large backpack, warm coat/jacket,
raincoat, trekking shoes, a swimsuit for the
hot spring, rubber thongs, sunglasses,
scarf, hat, gloves, LED head torch. Avoid
bulky aerosol cans, use roll-on deodorant,
and get shaving cream in a hard stick or a
tube. Toilet paper is important to have with
you as Mongolian toilets are very basic and
lack toilet paper.

TOUR GUIDE VS. TOUR LEADER

Tour Guide

Often locals with intimate knowledge of an
area, its culture, and history. Their role
entails providing commentary, routing the
tour, and seeing that people have a good
time. They are a licensed, qualified expert
who supplies specific information on the
history, art, architecture and culture of the
city/village/attraction in which he or she is
guiding the tour. The guide meets the
group at the required place and leaves the
group at the end of the tour, they do not
travel with the group.

Tour Leader

An experienced person tasked with
ensuring the smooth operation of tours, as
well as providing practical support to
passengers throughout the whole trip.
Their role primarily includes assisting with
accommodation, transportation between
locations, and communication with tour
guides at each stop. A tour leader may
provide general guidance around a city or
village, and offer information on the place
visited on the bus, however, they are not
required to have specific knowledge of art,
architecture, or history. They are not
allowed to provide a guided tour or
commentary of a city/village/attraction
once there and if caught doing so, can be
fined.

Please note: Tour leaders/guides are not a
standard inclusion in all travel offers. Tour
leaders/guides will only be made available
when particularly required to enhance the
experience of the destination featured.

CLIMATE & AVERAGE TEMPERATURES

Although June to September is summer in
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Mongolia, the weather is unpredictable,
and nights have been known to dip below
freezing even in the summer in some
regions. Therefore, multiple layers are
always recommended.

FLIGHTS

Seat Selection & Frequent Flyer Points

Luggage

You will be responsible for all your
personal belongings whilst on the tour.

Australian tourists can enter Mongolia for
stays of up to 30 days without a visa. You
need to carry proof of your onward or
return ticket to enter Mongolia.

South Korea (Transit)

Australian & New Zealand travellers no
longer need to apply for a Korea Electronic
Travel Authorization (K-ETA), under a
temporary exemption being put in place
from 1 April 2023 until 31 Dec 2024.
