CLIMATE & AVERAGE TEMPERATURES

Uganda

Uganda is near the Equator. As a result, the
climate does not change much and the
country can be visited throughout the year.
The rainy seasons tend to be from
February to April and October to
December, but this varies in different areas
and it can rain any time of the year,
especially in the forest and mountainous
areas. Travel can be slower in the rainy
season but the views are often better.
Gorilla tracking can be muddier but it can
certainly be done. In the mountainous
areas it is much colder than on the plains
and the rainfall is greater. The
temperatures on the plains tend to be
between 21°C and 30°C and in the
mountainous areas they can go down to
10°C in certain months, especially
November.
