TOUR GUIDE VS. TOUR LEADER
Tour Guide

Often locals with intimate knowledge of an
area, its culture, and history. Their role
entails providing commentary, routing the
tour, and seeing that people have a good
time. They are a licensed, qualified expert
who supplies specific information on the
history, art, architecture and culture of the
city/village/attraction where they are
guiding the tour. The guide meets the
group at the required place and leaves it at
the end of the tour; they do not travel with
the group.

Tour Leader

An experienced person tasked with
ensuring the smooth operation of tours, as
well as providing practical support to
passengers throughout the whole trip.
Their role primarily includes assisting with
accommodation, transportation between
locations, and communication with tour
guides at each stop. A tour leader may
provide general guidance around a city or
village and offer information on the place
visited on the bus. However, they are not
required to have specific art, architecture,
or historical knowledge. They are not
allowed to provide a guided tour or
commentary of a city/village/attraction
once there and, if caught doing so, can be
fined.

Please note: Tour leaders/guides are not a
standard inclusion in all travel offers. Tour
leaders/guides will only be made available
when required to enhance the experience of
the destination featured.

CLIMATE & AVERAGE TEMPERATURES

Hanoi
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Hanoi features a warm humid subtropical
climate with plentiful precipitation. The
city experiences the typical climate of
northern Vietnam, with 4 distinct seasons.
Summer, from May until August, is
characterised by hot and humid weather
with abundant rainfall usually falling in the
afternoons. September to October is
Autumn, characterised by a decrease in
temperature and precipitation. Winter,
from November to January, is dry and cool
by national standards. The city is usually
cloudy and foggy in winter, averaging only
1.5 hours of sunshine per day in February
and March.

Ho Chi Minh City

The city has a tropical climate, specifically
a tropical wet and dry climate, with an
average humidity of 78-82%. The year is
divided into two distinct seasons. The
rainy season, with an average rainfall of
about 1,800 millimetres annually (about
150 rainy days per year falling primarily in
the afternoons), usually begins in May and
ends in late October. The dry season lasts
from December to April. The average
temperature is 28°C, with little variation
throughout the year.

FLIGHTS

Seat Selection & Frequent Flyer Points

At TripADeal, we do not arrange seat
selection. It is essential to highlight that
some airlines do not allow pre-selected
seats. We strongly suggest you contact the
airline directly with seating allocation
requirements and/or arrive at the airport
earlier to arrange your seating.

Passport Validity

Customers must provide valid passport
details either at the time of purchase or no
later than 45 days before the departure
date.

Vietnam

Australian passport holders are eligible to
apply online for a single entry electronic
visa (e-visa), valid for up to a maximum of
90 days. Lodge your application online (for
a non-refundable fee) with the Vietnamese
National Web Portal of Immigration. You
will be given a unique code to track your
visa application status. Once your visa is
granted, you must print it out and present
it at check in. Keep this e-visa print out
with you at all times during your travel in
Vietnam.

Your Port Of Entry will be the first port
you fly into in Vietnam. For example, if you
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Important Information

are flying from Australia to Ho Chi Minh
City and onwards to Hanoi on Day 1 for
the beginning of your tour, your Port of
Entry will be Ho Chi Minh City (Tan Son
Nhat International Airport)

When asked about your 'Intended length
of stay in Vietnam' we suggest you input
30 days regardless of when you intend to
exit. This can be done at no additional cost
and will cause no issues if you depart
Vietnam earlier. By doing this, it will give
you more flexibility to account for any
unexpected issues such as flight delays or
accidents that may require you to stay in
the country a couple of days longer.

Some private online visa services and
travel agents have scammed travellers or
been involved in the public disclosure of
the personal information of applicants for
visas and 'visa issued on arrival' approval
letters. To avoid such scams, only use
official Government of Vietnam services to
arrange your visa. Visa and other entry and
exit conditions (such as currency, customs
and quarantine regulations) change
regularly. Contact the nearest Embassy or
Consulate of Vietnam for up-to-date
information.

Cambodia (Itinerary 2 Only)

You need a visa to enter Cambodia. You
can apply for an e-visa online or get a
tourist visa on arrival. The cost is $30 USD
per person (subject to change), and is
payable in cash (USD) if you are arranging
on arrival. These are valid for 30 days.
Entry and exit conditions can change at
short notice. You should contact the
nearest embassy or consulate of Cambodia
for the latest details.

If you're entering Cambodia via air, you
must complete and submit an electronic e-
Arrival Card (CeA) within 7 days before
your arrival. See
https:/www.arrival.gov.kh/ for more
information.

Important:

e Please start arranging your visa three weeks
before departure to account for any delays
due to consulate operating hours.

e Visa rules may have changed since
Covid-19. Some countries and airlines may
require you to obtain an additional visa
before arrival. Please check with the
nearest embassy, consulate or immigration
department of the destination you're
entering.

Please note:

e Passengers who are not Australian citizens
must also check with the respective
consulate or visa agency to determine what
their visa requirements are and what
personal identification is required.

It is also important to note that some areas
of employment, such as journalism,
government authorities and charity
organisations, may have additional
restrictions in applying for Visas. This may,
in turn, affect the type of application
required.

Travel Insurance
