TOUR GUIDE VS. TOUR LEADER
Tour Guide

Often locals with intimate knowledge of an
area, its culture, and history. Their role
entails providing commentary, routing the
tour, and seeing that people have a good
time. They are a licensed, qualified expert
who supplies specific information on the
history, art, architecture and culture of the
city/village/attraction where they are
guiding the tour. The guide meets the
group at the required place and leaves it at
the end of the tour; they do not travel with
the group.

Tour Leader

An experienced person tasked with
ensuring the smooth operation of tours, as
well as providing practical support to
passengers throughout the whole trip.
Their role primarily includes assisting with
accommodation, transportation between
locations, and communication with tour
guides at each stop. A tour leader may
provide general guidance around a city or
village and offer information on the place
visited on the bus. However, they are not
required to have specific art, architecture,
or historical knowledge. They are not
allowed to provide a guided tour or
commentary of a city/village/attraction
once there and, if caught doing so, can be
fined.

Please note: Tour leaders/guides are not a
standard inclusion in all travel offers. Tour
leaders/guides will only be made available
when required to enhance the experience of
the destination featured.

CLIMATE & AVERAGE TEMPERATURES

Tiirkiye

Turkiye predominantly has a
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Important Information

Mediterranean climate. Summers (June to
September) are hot and dry with average
temperatures ranging from 25°C to 35°C
(77°F to 95°F). Winters (December to
February) are mild and wet, with
temperatures around 5°C to 15°C (41°F to
59°F). Spring and autumn are
characterised by pleasant temperatures
and moderate rainfall.

Egypt

Summers in Egypt are hot, especially in the
southern regions and the desert areas.
Daytime temperatures can soar well above
40°C (104°F). The coastal areas, such as
the Red Sea coast, are relatively milder
during this time, with temperatures
ranging from 30°C to 35°C (86°F to 95°F).
Humidity is generally low, providing some
relief in coastal regions.

Autumn (September to November)

Autumn marks a transition period when
temperatures start to cool down gradually.
While the southern regions remain hot
during September, temperatures become
more pleasant in October and November.
Daytime temperatures range from 25°C to
35°C (77°F to 95°F) in most areas, making
it a favourable time to visit Egypt.

Winter (December to February)

Egypt's winter season is mild in most parts
of the country, except for the northern
coast and the Mediterranean regions,

which can experience cooler temperatures.

Daytime temperatures in Cairo and Luxor
typically range from 15°C to 25°C (59°F to
77°F), while nights can be cooler, often
dropping to around 8°C to 15°C (46°F to
59°F). The southern regions, like Aswan
and Abu Simbel, remain relatively warmer
during the winter months.

Spring (March to May)

Spring is a pleasant time to visit Egypt as
temperatures start to rise gradually, but it
is not as scorching as summer. Daytime
temperatures range from 25°C to 30°C
(77°F to 86°F) in most regions.

FLIGHTS

Seat Selection & Frequent Flyer Points

We do not arrange seat selection. It is
essential to highlight that some airlines do
not allow pre-selected seats.

A tourist visa is not required if travelling on
a New Zealand Passport.

Egypt

A tourist visa is a strict requirement when
travelling to Egypt on an Australian or New
Zealand passport. The tourist visas’ are
available for purchase upon arrival.

Important:

e Please start arranging your visa three weeks
before departure to account for any delays
due to consulate operating hours.

e Visa rules may have changed since
Covid-19. Some countries and airlines may
require you to obtain an additional visa
before arrival. Please check with the
nearest embassy, consulate or immigration
department of the destination you're
entering.

e Passengers who are not Australian citizens
must also check with the respective
consulate or visa agency to determine what
their visa requirements are and what
personal identification is required.
