Gratuities/Tipping
Land

Gratuities (tips) are not included for the
services of the tour leader (when available)
and driver throughout the tour. The
recommended tip is $10 per person per
day. This covers the guide/leader and the
driver and will be collected on tour.

Please note: Tipping for services provided is
always a matter of personal discretion;
however, please be aware that many locals
consider tipping part of their normal
remuneration, and they may approach you
for payment; there's no need to be
intimidated by the request.

Sightseeing

Please note: If entry to a site is affected by
changes in operating hours or public holiday
closures, your itinerary, where possible, may
be adjusted, or a similar activity will be
offered in its place (subject to availability).

Shopping

Visas

Nepal

A tourist visa for Nepal is a strict
requirement if travelling on an Australian
Passport. This can be arranged on arrival
for $30 USD (not included) valid for 15
days. Visitors should arrive with USD
currency and 2 passport-sized photos.

Bhutan

A tourist visa for Bhutan is a strict
requirement to travel to Bhutan. The
Bhutan visa is arranged by us and given to
you when you arrive in Nepal (before flying
to Bhutan). Please see the below in order
for us to arrange your visa for Bhutan.
Once you arrive in Nepal/Kathmandu, you
will be required to provide a clear color
scan copy of your passport, a passport-
sized photograph, and travel insurance to
our operator in Kathmandu to apply for
the Bhutan Visa, So, please have these
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documents available, which will be
collected on the second day of your arrival
in Nepal at the morning meeting at hotel
before the tour starts for that day.

Important:

e Please start arranging your visa three weeks
before departure to account for any delays
due to consulate operating hours.

e Visa rules may have changed since
Covid-19. Some countries and airlines may
require you to obtain an additional visa
before arrival. Please check with the
nearest embassy, consulate or immigration
department of the destination you're
entering.

Please note:

e Passengers who are not Australian citizens
must also check with the respective
consulate or visa agency to determine what
their visa requirements are and what
personal identification is required.

e |t is also important to note that some areas
of employment, such as journalism,
government authorities and charity
organisations, may have additional
restrictions in applying for visas. This may,
in turn, affect the type of application
required.

Travel Insurance
