Notable sculptures include Indra, king of the Hindu gods

mounted on a three-headed elephant (Erawan or Airavata), a

four-armed deity on a horse, and a twelve-faced deity with

multiple hands, each adorned with intricate details and

symbolism. Cool off after exploring with local snacks like papaya

salad, fried bananas and cold Lao beer at a nearby eatery by the

Mekong River (additional fees may apply).
