The name of Otranto is probably best known abroad for
The Castle of Otranto, Horace Walpole's pioneering Gothic novel.

However, the creepy castle of Walpole's imagination bears little
resemblance to the fortress of the real Otranto.

The Baroque architecture here is
recognised for its hugely decorative gargoyles, columns, and
gremlins.

Upon arrival in the
Schengen area, Australian and New
Zealand passport holders will have their
fingerprints recorded and a photograph
taken. Their entry and exit dates will be
electronically registered. No previous
action is required, but please be aware of
longer wait times at border entry. From 10
April 2026, the EES will be fully
operational at all external border crossing
points of all the European countries
(Schengen area) using the system.

European Travel Information &
Authorisation System (ETIAS)

As an extension of the EES implementation
introduced from 2025, ETIAS travel
authorisation is a mandatory entry
requirement for visa-exempt nationals
travelling to any of these 30 European
countries, including Australian and New
Zealand citizens, that will be introduced in
2026. We advise you to monitor
smartraveller.com.au closer to your
departure to ensure you are up to date on
the requirements at the time of entry.
