Early this morning you will be transferred to Buenos Aires Airport

for the internal flight to Ushuaia.

Ushuaia is the southernmost city in Argentina. Due to its location

near the South Pole, it has approximately 18 hours of sunlight in

the summer, whereas in the winter only around 8. Ushuaia is

waiting for you to discover its pristine sights and live the

adventure of being at “the world’s end”.

Upon arrival, you'll be transferred aboard Swan Hellenic's

boutique ship before departing for a journey through one of the

most captivating wilderness regions of the world.

Day 4 Kidney Cove and Port Stanley / West Point Island and
Saunders Island, Falkland Islands
Kidney Cove:

Kidney Cove is located near Kidney Island, named for its kidney-

shaped coastline, and lies to the north of Port William. The

Murrell Farm hosts four species of penguins: King, southern

Rockhopper, Gentoo, and Magellanic. Macaroni and northern

rockhopper penguins are also occasionally sighted. Kidney Cove

is home to gentoo and Magellanic penguin colonies, and kings

can sometimes be seen here during their moulting period. The

rocky shoreline also supports a rich population of birds, including

Falkland steamer ducks, crested ducks, upland geese, blackish

oystercatchers, and brown-hooded gulls. Additionally, sei whales,

southern right whales, and dolphins are frequently observed in

the waters near the Murrell Farm coastline.

Port Stanley
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Anyone familiar with Britain’s trademark red post boxes might

spot a resemblance in this outpost British Overseas Territory.

Port Stanley, on East Falkland, is the tiny capital of the Falkland

Islands and is small enough to get around on foot. You can visit

The Historic Dockyard Museum devoted to maritime history and

exploration or pop into the post office.

West Point Island

Birdlife is the big drawcard on this lush sheep-farming island.

Settled by British explorers in 1765, the island’s unique scenery

includes the beaches at The Neck filled with the cacophony of

Rockhopper, Gentoo and King penguin colonies, and you might

spot the pillar-shaped nests of Black-Browed albatross. Nine of

the Falklands' 14 endemic plants, including silvery buttercup and

hairy daisy, grow here and are a real treat.

Saunders Island

Black-Browed albatross soar above this rugged weather-beaten

island in the west of the Falklands, while Commerson’s dolphins

swim below. With a sparse population of people and sheep, this

island is also home to fur seals, burrowing Rockhopper penguins,

Magellanic penguins and Imperial cormorants who roost in the

jagged cliffs and the striking Cliff Mountain towering above the

dramatic coastal scenery. As you hike across the moss, keep an

eye open for pink-petalled Felton’s flowers.

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Day 5 Pebble Island / Port Stanley, Falkland Islands
Pebble Island

Pebble Island is named after the unusual and attractive pebbles

that were once abundant on some of its beaches. The Island

stretches 30km (19 miles) from east to west, but is only about

7km (41⁄2miles) at its widest point. The island qualifies as an

Important Bird Area (FK13), a global standard set by BirdLife

International. Around 40 bird species have been recorded,

including over 1,000 pairs of imperial cormorants that breed on

Tamar Point, and several large colonies of gentoo, Magellanic and

southern rockhopper penguins. Eight of the Falkland endemic

plants grow here, including vanilla daisy and lady’s slipper.

Commerson’s dolphins are regularly recorded at Green Rincon

and in Elephant Bay, and the Queen of the the Falklands fritillary

butterfly occurs on the heathlands.

Port Stanley, Falkland Islands

Grytviken

Often called the 'Galapagos of the Poles,' South Georgia has a

number of landing sites with half a million King penguins or three

million breeding pairs of Macaroni penguins, making up the

largest population in the world alongside harrumphing Elephant

seals. Among the remarkable sites on South Georgia, is

Grytviken, the historic whaling station where legendary British

explorer Ernest Shackleton (1874–1922) now rests.

Fortuna Bay

This picturesque bay is located on the southern coast of South

Georgia Island, part of the South Georgia and the South

Sandwich Islands in the South Atlantic Ocean. This bay is

renowned for its dramatic landscapes, featuring rugged cliffs and

glacially-carved scenery. It serves as a significant site for wildlife

observation, particularly for seals and penguins commonly found

in the area. The bay's remote and pristine environment makes it a

notable destination for scientific research and adventure tourism.

Right Whale Bay

were once hunted extensively in the area. Today, it is a protected

habitat that supports a diverse marine life, including seals and

various seabirds.

Paulet Island

A small, ice-covered island situated in the Antarctic Peninsula

region, notable for its dramatic and isolated landscape. The island

is known for its steep, rugged terrain and is home to a significant

population of Adélie penguins, making it an important site for

wildlife observation and research. Paulet Island's stark, icy

environment underscores the extreme conditions of the

Antarctic, offering a striking contrast to the vibrant penguin

colonies that thrive there.

Hydrurga Rocks

A series of rugged, exposed rocks located off the coast of the

Antarctic Peninsula, near the northern edge of the continent.

A volcanic island located in the South Shetland Islands of

Antarctica, distinguished by its unique horseshoe-shaped caldera

formed by a volcanic eruption. The island's interior harbours a

sheltered bay, known as Whalers Bay, which was once a whaling

station and now serves as a point of interest for research and

tourism. Deception Island's dramatic volcanic landscape,

combined with its geothermal activity and rich historical context,

makes it a fascinating destination for exploring both natural

phenomena and the legacy of Antarctic exploration.

Whalers Bay, located on Deception Island in Antarctica, is a

sheltered harbour encased within a volcanic caldera. Once a

bustling whaling station in the early 20th century, it now features

remnants of old whaling structures and equipment, offering a

glimpse into the island's historical past. The bay is also notable

for its geothermal activity, including hot springs that contrast

with the surrounding icy environment. Today, Whalers Bay is a

significant site for research and tourism, attracting visitors

interested in Antarctic history and volcanic geology.

PACKING LIST

As Antarctica is one of the most remote,

rarely visited, parts of the world, knowing

what to pack for your voyage isn’t always

easy. So, in case you’re unsure what

clothes to pack for a cruise to Antarctica,

below is a simple cruise outfit planner.

Plan ahead

It’s best to pack thoughtfully for

Antarctica’s climate. Unless you travel

there frequently, there’s no reason you’d

know what clothes to bring on a cruise to

Antarctica. Everyone experiences the cold

(and warmth) differently, but it pays to

bear in mind daily temperatures in the

Antarctic Peninsula can range from well

below freezing to the upper 40°F/4°C.

Plus, windchill can make things feel much

colder, especially as you’ll be spending a lot

of your time outdoors in places that are

subject to strong winds.

Stay warm

When you’re thinking about what clothes

to take on a cruise, it’s worth remembering

that the outside temperature in Antarctica

can feel much colder than the reading on a

thermometer. So it's recommended you

wrap up extra warm. Layering is a great

way to do this. Wearing several

lightweight, loose-fitting layers is better

than opting for one heavier layer. This is

because the different layers allow for

pockets of air between each item of

clothing, which provides extra insulation,

and it means you can remove or add layers

when your body temperature changes.

Choosing clothes

A lot of the action on an expedition cruise

happens outside, so dress codes are very

relaxed on these voyages. Pack clothes

that are comfortable and easy to wash.

And it pays to consider how you’re going

to pack everything.

Ushuaia, Argentina

In Ushuaia, from November to February,

you can expect varying weather conditions

due to the region's southern location and

proximity to Antarctica: November: Spring

begins, and temperatures range from

about 4°C to 11°C . December: Early

summer sees temperatures increasing to

around 6°C to 13°C . Days are longer with

more sunlight. January: Midsummer brings

milder temperatures, averaging between

7°C to 14°C. It's one of the warmer

months but still relatively cool. February:

Late summer temperatures continue to

rise slightly, ranging from 7°C to 15°C. This

period is Ushuaia's summer season, but it

remains relatively cool compared to many

other places.

toward the end of the month. December:

You can stay in Chile

for up to 90 days without a visa. If you're

unsure whether you need a visa, contact

the nearest embassy or consulate of Chile.
