This monastery, perched on a cliffside, is
believed to be the site where Padmasambhava (Guru Rinpoche)
flew on the back of a tigress to tame a tiger demon. The hike
offers breathtaking views and the opportunity to visit a place of
profound spiritual significance.

West Bengal Area, India

West Bengal, which borders Bhutan,
experiences distinct seasonal changes. In
spring, from March to May, the state
enjoys warm and pleasant weather with
temperatures ranging from 20°C to 30°C,
making it an ideal time for sightseeing and
outdoor activities. Summer, from June to
August, is characterised by hot and humid
conditions with temperatures between
25°C and 35°C. Autumn, from September
to November, brings clear skies, moderate
temperatures between 15°C and 25°C,
and less humidity, making it a favourable
season for travel and festivals. Winter,
from December to February, sees cool and
dry weather with temperatures ranging
from 10°C to 20°C. Northern parts of the
state can get quite cold, but generally, the
weather remains comfortable for exploring
the region.

Bhutan

Bhutan experiences distinct seasons
throughout the year. Spring, from March to
May, brings mild temperatures ranging
from 15°C to 25°C, making it an ideal time
for trekking and enjoying the blooming
flowers. Summer, from June to August,
sees warmer temperatures between 20°C
and 30°C. Autumn, from September to
November, is a favourite season for
tourists due to its clear skies, vibrant fall
foliage, and pleasant temperatures
between 10°C and 20°C, perfect for
cultural festivals and outdoor activities.
Winter, from December to February, brings
colder temperatures, especially in the
northern regions, with averages ranging
from -5°C to 10°C. Snowfall is common in
higher altitudes, while lower areas
experience cool, dry weather.

Once you receive your
travel documentation, you will be required
to provide a clear colour scan copy of your
passport and a passport-sized photograph,
to TripADeal to apply for the Bhutan Visa
30 days prior to your travel date.
