June, July, and August are the
peak summer months, with temperatures
soaring to highs of 25°C to 30°C or even
higher, especially in urban areas. During
these months, humidity levels are also
high, making the weather feel hotter.
September marks the beginning of autumn,
with temperatures gradually cooling down
to around 20°C to 25°C as the season
progresses.

Visas

Japan

Australian passport holders are visa-
exempt for a stay of up to 90 days when
travelling as a tourist.

South Korea

Australian passport holders no longer need
to apply for a Korean Electronic Travel
Authorisation (K-ETA), under a temporary
exemption in place until 31 December
2025. Be sure to keep an eye on your visa
requirements for entry into South Korea
after this date for a 2026 or 2027
departure.
