Visas

Japan

Australian passport holders are visa-
exempt for a stay of up to 90 days when
travelling as a tourist.

South Korea

Australian passport holders can visit South
Korea as tourists for stays of up to 90 days
without applying for a K-ETA (or visa
waiver) until 31 December 2026.
Previously approved K-ETA applications
will remain valid up to the granted expiry
date. Australian passport holders travelling
from 1 January 2027 may be required to
apply for a K-ETA. Visit the official K-ETA
website for more information.
