Then visit
Tiananmen Square, one of the largest public squares in the world,
before stopping by the Imperial Palace in the Forbidden City. The
Forbidden City, known officially as the Imperial Palace Museum,
was originally constructed by the third Emperor of the Ming
Dynasty, Yong Le Emperor Zhu Di, in the early 15th century. The
palace was built between 1406 and 1420 but has been burnt
down, rebuilt, sacked and renovated countless times so most of
the architecture you can see today dates from the 1700s
onwards.

Shanghai weather is generally mild and
moist, with four distinctive seasons - a
pleasant warm spring, a hot rainy summer,
a comfortable cool autumn, and an
overcast cold winter. The weather of
Shanghai in July and August is the hottest,
with more than 10 days' high temperatures
above 35°C. The coldest period is from
late January to early February. The
springtime from March to May is
recommended as the best time to pay a
visit, while October to November, with
pleasant autumn climate, is also a wise
choice.
