CLIMATE & AVERAGE TEMPERATURES

Beijing

Beijing has a temperate and continental
monsoon climate, with four distinct
seasons and big differences in temperature
between day and night.

The seasons: Summer in Beijing is hot and
humid, while winter is cold and dry. Spring
and autumn are short and cool. The
coldest month is January at an average of
-4°C, and the hottest month is July at an
average of 26°C.

Shanghai

Shanghai weather is generally mild and
moist, with four distinctive seasons - a
pleasant warm spring, a hot rainy summer,
a comfortable cool autumn, and an
overcast cold winter. The weather of
Shanghai in July and August is the hottest,
with more than 10 days' high temperatures
above 35°C. The coldest period is from
late January to early February. The
springtime from March to May is
recommended as the best time to pay a
visit, while October to November, with
pleasant autumn climate, is also a wise
choice.
