Visas

Japan
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Australian passport holders are visa-
exempt for a stay of up to 90 days when
travelling as a tourist.

South Korea

Australian passport holders no longer need
to apply for a Korean Electronic Travel
Authorisation (K-ETA), under a temporary
exemption in place until 31 December
2025. Be sure to keep an eye on your visa
requirements for entry into South Korea
after this date for your 2026 departure.

Important:

e Please start arranging your visa three weeks
before departure to account for any delays
due to consulate operating hours.

e Visa rules may have changed since
Covid-19. Some countries and airlines may
require you to obtain an additional visa
before arrival. Please check with the
nearest embassy, consulate or immigration
department of the destination you're
entering.

e |t is your responsibility to be travel-ready
and ensure that you are aware and comply
with any destination or travel requirements,
including the validity of all required travel
documents.

Passengers who are not Australian citizens
must also check with the respective
consulate or visa agency to determine what
their visa requirements are and what
personal identification is required.

This may,
in turn, affect the type of application
required.
