The
daytime temperature typically reaches a
high of 25°C around mid-March, though
the average is a degree or two higher
than that towards the end of the month.

The average temperature reaches
a high of 32°C during the day and at
night only dips to a low of around 18°C.

June to July

22°C. Temperatures rarely fluctuate by
more than a few degrees either side of
the long-term average. You can expect
no rain during this month and there are
13 hours of sunlight each day on
average.
