During the

summer, icebergs float along the surface of the glistening water

in an array of sizes from just a few inches up to three stories

wide.

Protected within the Tongass National Forest, Endicott Arm is a

haven for wildlife. Black and brown bears, deer, wolves, harbour

seals, mountain goats and a variety of seabirds have been spotted

in the area.

Mountains and the shorter but steeper Chilkoot Trail were used

by countless stampeders. Many a would-be miner perished on

the treacherous Chilkoot Trail.

The gold rush was a boon and by 1898, Skagway was Alaska's

largest town with a population of about 20,000. Hotels, saloons,

dance halls and gambling houses prospered. But when the gold

yield dwindled in 1900, so did the population as miners quickly

shifted to new finds in Nome.

Today, Skagway has less than 1,000 residents. It still retains the

flavour of the Gold Rush era.

Their role primarily includes assisting with

accommodation, transportation between

locations, and communication with tour

guides at each stop. A tour leader may

provide general guidance around a city or

village and offer information on the place

visited on the bus. However, they are not

required to have specific art, architecture,

or historical knowledge. They are not

allowed to provide a guided tour or

commentary of a city/village/attraction

once there and, if caught doing so, can be

fined.
