Visas
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Canada

Australian and New Zealand passport
holders must apply for an electronic travel
authorisation (€TA) before travelling to
Canada by air. An Electronic Travel
Authorization (€TA) is an entry requirement
for visa-exempt foreign nationals travelling
to Canada by air. An eTA is electronically
linked to a traveller’s passport. It is valid
for up to five years or until the passport
expires, whichever comes first. If you get a
new passport, you need to get a new eTA.

United States

If travelling on an Australian or New
Zealand passport, an ESTA (Visa Waiver)
for the USA is a strict requirement when
travelling to or flying through the USA.
Once a USA ESTA Visa Waiver is issued it
is valid for 2 years or until your passport
expires (whichever is sooner) and will allow
multiple entries into the USA.
