Egypt

There is never a shortage of sunshine in
Egypt, with averages of 11 hours a day
during the summer and 8 hours a day in
winter. From April to October the average
temperature ranges from 21-28°C while
between November and March, this drops
to 13-20°C. This does vary along the
Mediterranean coast which, while still
warm, is more prone to periods of cloud
and rain in winter. Generally, winters in
Egypt are warm enough to allow pleasant
and comfortable travelling all year long,
though travellers should be prepared for
cold nights.
