Visit the Hakone Open-Air Museum, which successfully attempts

to create a harmonic balance of nature and art by exhibiting

various sculptures on its grounds in combination with views of

the surrounding valley and mountains. This art museum opened

in 1969 and was the very first outdoor gallery in Japan. The
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defining feature of the Hakone Open Air Museum is the vast

array of 120 sculptures spread across the grounds. These

outdoor sculptures create different impressions from season to

season.

Located 2300m above sea level, Mt Fuji’s 5th Station offers a

commanding view of the Fuji Five Lakes area below, making it a

popular spot even for those who do not intend on climbing the

mountain, and it features shrines, torii gates and souvenir shops.

Afterwards, continue to nearby five lakes area to admire the

scenery. The waters are overlooked by surrounding mountains,

including Mt Fuji.

Arrive in Nagano Region in the afternoon, check into the hotel

and enjoy the evening at leisure.

“Kinkaku-ji,” the temple’s top two floors are coated in gold leaf,

creating a dazzling mirror image in the pond on which it’s built.

Edo-period gardens and historic merchant houses. Here you will

also visit Okayama Korakue, an outstanding Japanese-style

landscape garden.

Afterwards, continue towards Hiroshima. Check into your hotel

for an evening at leisure.

Dome), a skeletal structure that miraculously survived the 1945

attack.
