Day 2 Tokyo sightseeing - Free afternoon
This morning, head out on a sightseeing tour of Tokyo, starting at

the Tsukiji Outer Market where you'll encounter many kinds of

traditional Japanese cuisine.

Located 2300m above sea level, Mt Fuji’s 5th Station offers a

commanding view of the Fuji Five Lakes area below, making it a

popular spot even for those who do not intend on climbing the

mountain, and it features shrines, torii gates and souvenir shops.

Afterwards, continue to nearby five lakes area to admire the

scenery. The waters are overlooked by surrounding mountains,

including Mt Fuji.

Arrive in Nagano Region in the afternoon, check into the hotel

and enjoy the evening at leisure.

They are a licensed, qualified expert

who supplies specific information on the

history, art, architecture and culture of the

city/village/attraction where they are

guiding the tour. The guide meets the

group at the required place and leaves it at

the end of the tour; they do not travel with

the group.

Tour Leader

An experienced person tasked with

ensuring the smooth operation of tours, as

well as providing practical support to

passengers throughout the whole trip.

Their role primarily includes assisting with

accommodation, transportation between

locations, and communication with tour

guides at each stop. A tour leader may

provide general guidance around a city or

village and offer information on the place

visited on the bus. However, they are not

required to have specific art, architecture,

or historical knowledge. They are not

allowed to provide a guided tour or

commentary of a city/village/attraction

once there and, if caught doing so, can be
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fined.
