Day 2 Kathmandu City Tour
Following breakfast this morning, you will set out for a

sightseeing tour of the Kathmandu Valley (entrance fees not

included), which takes in Kathmandu Durbar Square and

Swayambhunath (also known as the ‘Monkey Temple’) in the

morning, followed by sightseeing in Pashupatinath Temple and

Boudhanath Stupa in the afternoon.

Day 4 Pokhara - Nayapul - Tikhedhunga
Approximate Distance: 7 kilometres

Approximate Trekking Duration: 3 hours

The Itinerary
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Following breakfast at the hotel, you will drive to Nayapul

(altitude 1,050 metres) and then trek to Tikhedhunga (altitude

1,577 metres) via Birethanti. It is an easy trek, passing through

several small villages and settlements. Afterwards, you will

ascend gently to the final destination of the day.

Day 5 Tikhedhunga - Ghorepani
Approximate Distance: 12 kilometres

Approximate Trekking Duration: 7 hours

Today, you will ascend steeply for the first 2 hours and then

continue at a gentler pace, passing through Ulleri and Banthanti.

You will see a good view of the mountains of Machhapuchhre

(Fish Tail), Hiunchuli and Annapurna South on the way. The trail

becomes easier, passing through rhododendron forests and

shadowy trees, ascending gently to the final stop in Ghorepani

(altitude 2,874 metres).

Day 6 Ghorepani - Poon Hill - Tadapani
Approximate Distance: 10 kilometres

Approximate Trekking Duration: 6 hours

Early this morning, you will hike to Poon Hill (altitude 3,210

metres) to enjoy the sunrise view over Mt Dhaulagiri and other

numerous snow-capped mountains. After taking in the beauty

and serenity of the sight, you will then hike back down to

Ghorepani for breakfast at the Lodge. Continue the trek to

Tadapani (altitude 2,630 metres). Most of the trail will be through

the rhododendron forest; the beautiful flowers make the jungle

colourful when they bloom in spring.

Day 7 Tadapani - Ghandruk - Pokhara
Approximate Distance: 10 kilometres

Approximate Trekking Duration: 6 hours

Today’s journey begins with a scenic trek from Tadapani to the

traditional Gurung village of Ghandruk. The trail winds through

the forested hills of Bhaise Kharka, passing beneath a lush

canopy of rhododendrons, pines, oaks and firs. Along the way,

take in the fresh mountain air and occasional glimpses of snow-

capped peaks through the foliage.

The path gradually ascends before arriving at Ghandruk, a

charming hillside village known for its warm hospitality and

stunning Himalayan outlook. From here, enjoy panoramic views

of Hiunchuli, Annapurna South and the distinctive peak of

Machapuchare (Fishtail), rising in the distance. After stopping in

the village to enjoy a well-earned lunch, continue your descent

for a short while before meeting your vehicle for the drive back

to Pokhara. Upon arrival, check in to the hotel and enjoy the

remainder of the day at leisure in this picturesque lakeside city.

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Day 8 Pokhara
Today, explore the highlights of Pokhara, a relaxed lakeside city

nestled in the shadow of the Annapurna range. Begin with a visit

to the Shanti Stupa, also known as the Peace Pagoda, perched on

a hilltop overlooking the lake. This tranquil monument offers

sweeping views of the mountains and the city below. Continue to

the thundering waters of Devi’s Falls and the nearby Gupteshwar

Cave, a sacred Hindu site hidden beneath the earth. Afterwards,

visit Barahi Temple, located on a small island in Phewa Lake, and

enjoy a peaceful boat ride across its calm waters. The remainder

of the day is free for you to relax or explore at your own pace.

Wander along the lakefront, shop for souvenirs, or simply enjoy

the laid-back atmosphere of this scenic town.

Day 9 Pokhara - Chitwan
After an early morning breakfast, you will drive to Chitwan on an

approximately 150-kilometre travel day. Check in to your jungle

lodge and embark on a wildlife Tharu village tour. The tour gives

you the opportunity for a close and personal observation of the

Tharu culture. Witness the daily lifestyle and activities of the

Tharu community. The Tharu are indigenous to Chitwan and are

popular for their traditional culture.

TOUR GUIDE VS. TOUR LEADER

Tour Guide

Often locals with intimate knowledge of an

area, its culture, and history. Their role

entails providing commentary, routing the

tour, and seeing that people have a good

time. They are a licensed, qualified expert

who supplies specific information on the

history, art, architecture and culture of the

city/village/attraction where they are

guiding the tour. The guide meets the

group at the required place and leaves

them at the end of the tour; they do not

travel with the group.

Tour Leader

An experienced person tasked with

ensuring the smooth operation of tours, as

well as providing practical support to

passengers throughout the whole trip.

Their role primarily includes assisting with

accommodation, transportation between

locations, and communication with tour

guides at each stop. A tour leader may

provide general guidance around a city or

village and offer information on the place

visited on the bus. However, they are not

required to have specific art, architecture,

or historical knowledge. They are not

allowed to provide a guided tour or

commentary of a city/village/attraction

once there and, if caught doing so, can be

fined.
