The primary

purpose of the Elephant Transit Home is to rehabilitate and

release isolated baby elephants into the wild. The Ministry of

Wildlife Conservation took an essential step in the welfare and

protection of orphan elephants in 1995. As a result, Elephant

Transit Home was established at the Udawalawe National Park.

There are normally 40-60 orphaned elephants, and visitors can

watch them being fed from the safety of a viewing platform

about 8 metres away at one of the four daily feeding sessions

held every three hours from 09:00 to 18:00. The elephants are

never chained and are free to roam around and play as they wish.

Human contact is kept to a minimum in order to maximise their

chance of survival when they are returned to the wild.

Following Udawalawe, continue to the Galle area on the southern

coast of Sri Lanka, where you will be met by the tour guide for a

city tour of Galle.

The Ministry of

Wildlife Conservation took an essential step in the welfare and

protection of orphan elephants in 1995. As a result, Elephant

Transit Home was established at the Udawalawe National Park.

There are normally 40-60 orphaned elephants, and visitors can

watch them being fed from the safety of a viewing platform

about 8 metres away at one of the four daily feeding sessions

held every three hours from 09:00 to 18:00. The elephants are

never chained and are free to roam around and play as they wish.

Human contact is kept to a minimum in order to maximise their

chance of survival when they are returned to the wild.
