They are not
allowed to provide a guided tour or
commentary of a city/village/attraction
once there and, if caught doing so, can be
fined.

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CLIMATE & AVERAGE TEMPERATURES

Croatia

The Croatian coastline experiences a
Mediterranean climate from April to
October. In April and May, temperatures
range from 15°C to 24°C, with pleasant
spring weather. June to August is the peak
summer season, featuring hot and dry
weather, with temperatures averaging
between 25°C to 35°C. September and
October bring milder temperatures of
18°C to 26°C and are characterised by
pleasant autumn days, making it an ideal
time for coastal activities and exploring the
region.

Slovenia

Winter temperatures rarely drop below 10
°C, but this mildness is sometimes
interrupted by a cold northerly wind.
Temperatures in Slovenia soar into the
thirties in July and August

Bosnia & Herzegovina

In Sarajevo, the summers are warm and
mostly clear and the winters are very cold,
snowy, and partly cloudy. Over the course
of the year, the temperature typically
varies from -5° to 27°
