It was

already a thriving trade centre when Buddha delivered his first

sermon at Sarnath, approximately 10 kilometres away, around

500 BC.

The author Mark Twain once wrote: “Benaras is older than

history, older than tradition, older even than legend and looks

twice as old as all of them put together.”

Varanasi remains a profound symbol of Hindu spirituality, where

rituals and traditions have been preserved and revered through

the ages.
