As visitors walk down the narrow, bustling streets,

they cannot help but wonder if the man contentedly smoking a

hookah is a direct descendant of some bygone Mughal.

Afterwards, visit the Agra Fort, also known as the Red Fort, a

historical monument built in the 16th century. Near the gardens

of the Taj Mahal, it was built by Akbar and covers a total area of

380,000 square metres. More than 4,000 workers and 8 years of

hard work culminated in the construction of Agra Fort. You'll find

that many impressive structures, such as Moti Masjid, Jahangir

Mahal, Machchhi Bhawan, Diwan-i-Am, Diwan-i-Khas, and Khas

Mahal, are located within the Agra Fort.
