Besides the old royal
palace, which dominates all others in grace and grandeur, here is
the 17th-century Krishna Mandir. Entirely made of stone, this
shikhara-style structure with 21 pinnacles is dedicated to Lord
Krishna, a saviour deity in Hindu pantheon, and is equally noted
for rare stone carvings on its walls, which depict various episodes
of the epic wars of Ramayana and Mahabharata. Other landmarks
within the Square are Tusha-hity (water spout), Sundari Chowk,
Taleju Temple and the Keshav Narayan Chowk. Walk through the
alley to Hiranyavarna Mahavihar (Golden temple). We shall pay a
visit to Living Goddess Kumari for blessing.
