Reykjavik

In Reykjavik, Iceland, September marks the

transition from summer to autumn,

bringing cooler temperatures and shorter

days. During this time, the weather in

Reykjavik can vary, with average

temperatures ranging from around 5°C to

11°C. While daylight hours gradually

decrease as autumn progresses, visitors

can still enjoy several hours of daylight for

exploring the city's attractions and

surrounding natural landscapes.

EU Entry/Exit System (EES)

From October 12, 2025, a new European

Entry System (EES) replaces the current

manual passport-stamping process for

non-EU travellers. Upon arrival in the

Schengen area, Australian and New

Zealand passport holders will have their

fingerprints recorded and a photograph

taken. Their entry and exit dates will be

electronically registered. No previous

action is required, but please be aware of

longer wait times at border entry. From 10

April 2026, the EES will be fully

operational at all external border crossing

points of all the European countries

(Schengen area) using the system.

European Travel Information &

Authorisation System (ETIAS)

As an extension of the EES implementation

introduced from 2025, ETIAS travel

authorisation is a mandatory entry

requirement for visa-exempt nationals

travelling to any of these 30 European

countries, including Australian and New

Zealand citizens, that will be introduced in

2026. We advise you to monitor

smartraveller.com.au closer to your

departure to ensure you are up to date on

the requirements at the time of entry.

United States of America

Australian passport holders must obtain an

“ESTA” visa waiver in order to enter or

transit in the United States.

Canada

If transiting via Canada on the way to the

USA, Australian and New Zealand passport

holders must apply for an electronic travel

authorisation (eTA) before travelling to

Canada by air. An Electronic Travel

Authorization (eTA) is an entry requirement

for visa-exempt foreign nationals travelling

to Canada by air. An eTA is electronically

linked to a traveller’s passport. It is valid

for up to five years or until the passport

expires, whichever comes first. If you get a

new passport, you need to get a new eTA.

If you arrive in Canada by train, bus, or

boat, you don’t need a visa or eTA, but you

do need to bring the right travel

documents.
