At the heart of it all is Patan Durbar

Square, where the stunning Krishna Mandir, a 17th-century stone

temple, stands as a testament to the city’s artistic heritage.

Other highlights include the Tusha Hiti water

spout, Sundari Chowk, Taleju Temple, and Keshav Narayan

Chowk.

Varna Mahavihar), a revered Buddhist monastery with exquisite

gilded architecture. Before returning, you’ll also have the chance

to receive a blessing from the Living Goddess, Kumari.

The guide meets the

group at the required place and leaves it at

the end of the tour; they do not travel with

the group.
