Kathmandu, the bustling heart of Nepal, is the country’s largest
city and sits at the centre of the Kathmandu Valley.

One of its most fascinating
features is a 17th-century stone inscription embedded in the
palace wall, written in 15 languages. Another fascinating sight is
the Temple of the Living Goddess, Kumari, where you can catch a
glimpse of Nepal’s revered living deity.

Continue to Swayambhunath Stupa, one of Nepal’s holiest
Buddhist sites, atop a hill overlooking the Kathmandu Valley. Also
known as Sengu or the Monkey Temple, this sacred site is
steeped in legend, with its origins tied to the valley's creation. As
you explore, take in the breathtaking views and soak up the
spiritual energy of this UNESCO-listed landmark.

Optional Tour: Boudhanath Stupa & Patan City

For those eager to explore more, an optional tour this afternoon
will take you to two of Kathmandu’s most significant cultural and
religious sites.

Begin with a visit to Boudhanath Stupa, one of the largest stupas
in the world and a UNESCO World Heritage site.

Continue to Patan City, renowned for its incredible concentration
of temples and palaces. At the heart of it all is Patan Durbar
Square, where the stunning Krishna Mandir, a 17th-century stone
temple, stands as a testament to the city’s artistic heritage. Its
intricate carvings depict legendary battles from the Ramayana
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The ltinerary

and Mahabharata. Other highlights include the Tusha Hiti water
spout, Sundari Chowk, Taleju Temple, and Keshav Narayan
Chowk.

Wander through the narrow alleys to the Golden Temple (Hiranya
Varna Mahavihar), a revered Buddhist monastery with exquisite
gilded architecture.
