Bongrain Point
Among captivating glaciers and majestic icebergs, the Antarctic

Peninsula is where most visitors to the White Continent live their

Antarctica dream. It's the most accessible part with scientific

bases and incredible scenery, like the photogenic Lemaire

Channel. Shore excursions might include Mikkelsen Harbour

where gentoo penguins, snowy sheathbills and Antarctic Weddell

seals haul out.

Day 8 Antarctic Peninsula: Marguerite Bay - Stonington
Island - Neny Island
Marguerite Bay is a large, ice-filled bay located off the west coast

of the Antarctic Peninsula. Surrounded by dramatic glaciers and

ice shelves, it was discovered in 1909 by French explorer Jean-

Baptiste Charcot, who named it after his wife. The bay is rich in

wildlife including seals, penguins and whales. This makes it an

important site for scientific research on climate and marine

ecosystems.

Its remote and pristine environment make it a challenging

destination yet a vital natural laboratory. Stonington Point is a

rocky headland on Stonington Island in Marguerite Bay, off the
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coast of the Antarctic Peninsula. It was the site of the British

Antarctic Survey’s Base E, which operated from 1945 to 1975

and played a key role in early Antarctic exploration and scientific

research. The area is now a protected historic site under the

Antarctic Treaty, preserving remnants of early polar infrastructure

in one of the most remote environments on Earth.

Neny Island is a small, rocky island located just off the west coast

of Graham Land in Marguerite Bay, Antarctica. It lies near the

entrance to Neny Fjord and was first surveyed in the 1930s by

British and American expeditions. The island served as a key base

site for early Antarctic exploration due to its sheltered location

and proximity to the mainland. Today, Neny Island is uninhabited

but remains of historical interest for its role in early scientific

missions.

Day 9 Antarctic Peninsula: Marguerite Bay - Horseshoe
Island
Horseshoe Island is a crescent-shaped island in Marguerite Bay,

off the west coast of the Antarctic Peninsula. It is named for its

distinctive horseshoe-like shape and is home to the well-

preserved British Base Y, established in 1955 for geological and

meteorological research. The base is now a protected historic site

and offers a rare glimpse into mid-20th century Antarctic

exploration. Surrounded by rugged terrain and ice-filled waters,

Horseshoe Island is also a haven for wildlife like penguins and

seals.

Day 10 Antarctic Peninsula: Prospect Point & Fish Island
Prospect Point is a prominent headland located on the west coast

of Graham Land in Antarctica, overlooking the entrance to

Beascochea Bay. It was charted by British expeditions in the

mid-20th century and became the site of a British research

station, Base J, which operated from 1957 to 1959. The site

offered strategic views for surveying and scientific observation,

hence the name "Prospect". Today, the area is unoccupied but

remains of historical interest within the context of Antarctic

exploration.

Fish Island is a small, rocky island located off the west coast of

Graham Land in Antarctica, near the entrance to Marguerite Bay.

It lies close to the larger Mackerel Island and was named due to

the nearby cluster of islands with fish-related names. The island

was charted by British expeditions in the 1930s and later used as

a point of reference during regional mapping and research

missions. Though uninhabited, Fish Island is part of a remote and

ecologically important area, often visited by scientists and

occasional expedition cruises.

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Day 11 Antarctic Peninsula: Petermann Island - Cruising
Lemere Channel - Port Charcot
Petermann Island is a small, rocky island located just south of the

Lemaire Channel off the west coast of the Antarctic Peninsula. It

was discovered during the German expedition of 1873 and

named after German geographer August Petermann. The island is

known for its scenic beauty and abundant wildlife, including

colonies of gentoo and Adélie penguins. It also holds remnants of

a historic French expedition hut from Jean-Baptiste Charcot’s

1909 mission. Today, Petermann Island is a popular stop for

Antarctic cruises and serves as a key site for environmental

monitoring and tourism.

Cruising through the Lemaire Channel is one of the most

breathtaking experiences in Antarctica. This narrow, iceberg-filled

passage lies between the Antarctic Peninsula and Booth Island,

flanked by snow-covered cliffs that rise dramatically from the

sea. Often referred to as "Kodak Gap" for its stunning scenery,

the channel is a highlight for expedition cruises, offering calm

waters and frequent sightings of penguins, seals and whales. Its

serene beauty and towering landscapes make it a favorite among

photographers and travellers alike.

Port Charcot is a small natural harbour located on the northern

coast of Booth Island, off the west coast of the Antarctic

Peninsula. It was named after French explorer Jean-Baptiste

Charcot, who used the site as a wintering base during his

1903–1905 Antarctic expedition. The area features remnants of

that historic mission and offers panoramic views of icebergs and

surrounding mountains. Today, Port Charcot is a popular stop for

Antarctic cruises, known for its rich wildlife and its historical

significance in early polar exploration.

Day 12 Antarctic Peninsula: Mikkelsen Harbour
Mikkelsen Harbour is a sheltered bay on the south side of Trinity

Island in the Palmer Archipelago, Antarctica. Named after Danish

Arctic explorer Ejnar Mikkelsen, the harbour was first charted by

the French Antarctic Expedition under Jean-Baptiste Charcot in

the early 20th century. It served as a key anchorage for sealing

and whaling vessels during the late 19th and early 20th

centuries. Today, the harbour is renowned for its historical

significance and natural beauty.

D’Hainaut Island, located within the harbour, is home to a

Gentoo penguin colony and features an Argentine refuge hut,

Refuge Caillet-Bois, established in 1954. The area is also known

for its whale bones scattered along the beach, remnants of past

whaling activities. Mikkelsen Harbour remains a popular stop for

expedition cruises, offering opportunities for wildlife observation

and exploration of its rich history.

Deception Island - Elephant Point
Deception Bay is a volcanic caldera located on Deception Island,

part of the South Shetland Islands off the coast of Antarctica.

Known for its unique geography, the bay is surrounded by steep

cliffs and features geothermal hot springs, making it one of the

few places on Earth where visitors can experience a "hot"

Antarctic environment. Deception Bay was historically used as a

whaling station and is now a popular stop for expedition cruises.

Its sheltered waters are ideal for landing while the bay is home to

a variety of wildlife, including seals and seabirds. The island itself

is an active volcano, with occasional eruptions adding to the

area's dramatic landscape.

The South Shetland Islands are a group of rugged islands located

off the northern tip of the Antarctic Peninsula. They are known

for their dramatic landscapes including glaciers, volcanic peaks

and vast ice sheets. The islands were first sighted in 1819 and

have since become an important site for scientific research and

Antarctic tourism. Notable islands include Deception Island,

famous for its active volcano and geothermal hot springs, and

King George Island, which is home to several research stations.

PACKING LIST

As Antarctica is one of the most remote,

rarely visited, parts of the world, knowing

what to pack for your voyage isn’t always

easy. So, in case you’re unsure what

clothes to pack for a cruise to Antarctica,

below is a simple cruise outfit planner.

Plan ahead

It’s best to pack thoughtfully for

Antarctica’s climate. Unless you travel

there frequently, there’s no reason you’d

know what clothes to bring on a cruise to

Antarctica. Everyone experiences the cold

(and warmth) differently, but it pays to

bear in mind daily temperatures in the

Antarctic Peninsula can range from well

below freezing to the upper 40°F/4°C.

Plus, windchill can make things feel much

colder, especially as you’ll be spending a lot

of your time outdoors in places that are

subject to strong winds.

Stay warm

When you’re thinking about what clothes

to take on a cruise, it’s worth remembering

that the outside temperature in Antarctica

can feel much colder than the reading on a

thermometer. So it's recommended you

wrap up extra warm. Layering is a great

way to do this. Wearing several

lightweight, loose-fitting layers is better

than opting for one heavier layer. This is

because the different layers allow for

pockets of air between each item of

clothing, which provides extra insulation,

and it means you can remove or add layers

when your body temperature changes.

Choosing clothes

A lot of the action on an expedition cruise

happens outside, so dress codes are very

relaxed on these voyages. Pack clothes

that are comfortable and easy to wash.

And it pays to consider how you’re going

to pack everything. For instance, do you

know how to pack a cocktail dress in a

suitcase? Is a cocktail dress something

you’ll definitely need? Some guests find it

helpful to choose their clothes, then go

back and edit their choices after an hour or

so.

What to pack

For the polar regions you’ll need casual

trousers, jeans, long-sleeved t-shirts and a

thin jumper or bodywarmer. You’ll be cosy

and comfortable when you’re inside the

ship, but it’s always good to have warm

clothes handy for when something out on

deck takes your interest. Waterproof

trousers, to wear over your pants or

thermal underwear, are essential for

Zodiac trips and land excursions. You’ll

need to bring a warm, windproof hat that

covers your head and ears, and a collar

scarf to protect your neck and chin from

the elements. Polarised sunglasses will

help reduce the glare from the snow and

ice, protect your eyes from UV rays, and

help you see the details of the Antarctic

scenery better. It’s also worth packing

mittens, ski gloves and insulated glove

liners to keep your hands warm and dry.

Also, you might want to pack swimming

and fitness gear if you plan to visit the spa,

pool or fitness centre. Evenings are

informal, but maybe pack a couple of

casual shirts, skirts or dresses for dinner,

and something stylish for special

occasions, such as cocktails with the

Captain. When it comes to footwear, keep

it light and easy to pack. Swan Hellenic will

provide a pair of rubber muck boots for

Zodiac excursions and onshore landings, so

a pair of lightweight trainers will be fine.

Steer clear of bringing high-heels,

especially stilettos, as the seas can get

rough at times, and you’ll need to keep

your balance.
