The Jain temples hold space for the followers

of Jainism, whilst the Salim Singh ki haveli and Nathmal-ki-haveli

give you more idea of the haveli architecture of the town.

Afterwards, visit Gadsisar Lake, an exciting spot to see in this

desert city.
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This afternoon, enjoy an excursion to Lodurva. Approximately

15km from Jaisalmer is the ancient capital of Lodurva, an

important pilgrim spot of the Jain community with some

magnificent Jain temples. The ‘Toran’, or the ornate arches at the

main entrance, and splendid carvings are impressive. The main

attraction of the temple is a ‘Kalpataru’, or a divine tree within.

Later, return to your hotel for an evening at leisure. Today's

driving time/distance is approximately 1 hour/20km.

Their role primarily includes assisting with

accommodation, transportation between

locations, and communication with tour

guides at each stop. A tour leader may

provide general guidance around a city or

village and offer information on the place

visited on the bus. However, they are not

required to have specific art, architecture,

or historical knowledge. They are not

allowed to provide a guided tour or

commentary of a city/village/attraction

once there and, if caught doing so, can be

fined.
