Tokyo

March in Tokyo marks the transition from
winter to spring. The weather is generally
chilly but becoming milder as the month
progresses, with temperatures rising
steadily from the beginning to the end of
March. Average daily high temperatures
range from about 12°C to 15°C, and
average lows sit between 3°C and 7°C.
Early mornings and evenings are
noticeably cooler. The month sees
moderate rainfall, averaging about 94 mm
to 117 mm spread over around 10 to 17
days. Snowfall is uncommon but possible
in early March. It is an ideal time for
sightseeing as the chill of winter subsides
and the city anticipates the famous cherry
blossom season.

Osaka

March in Osaka is cool and damp,
signalling the start of spring. Temperatures
are moderate, but there is a significant
difference between the warm afternoons
and the cool nights. Average daily high
temperatures are typically around 13°C to
15°C, and average lows are between 5°C
and 7°C. The total rainfall is moderate,
usually around 102 mm to 113 mm over
about 10 to 11 wet days, mainly in the
form of light rain showers. Sunshine hours
are increasing, but cloud cover can be
persistent.

Visas

A tourist visa is not required for Australian
or New Zealand citizens visiting Japan for
stays of up to 90 days for tourism,
business, visiting friends or relatives, etc,
that does not include remunerative
activities.

due to consulate operating hours.

e Visa rules are subject to change. Please
check with the nearest embassy, consulate
or immigration department of the
destination/s you are visiting once you
receive your travel documentation to
ensure you have the most up to date
information.

It is your responsibility to be travel-ready
and ensure that you are aware and comply
with any destination or travel requirements,
including the validity of all required travel
documents.

Passengers who are not Australian citizens
must also check with the respective
consulate or visa agency to determine what
their visa requirements are and what
personal identification is required.

This may,
in turn, affect the type of application
required.
