Square & Temple of Heaven)

known officially as The Palace Museum, was originally
constructed by Emperor Yong Le who was the third Emperor of
the Ming Dynasty. The palace was built between 1406 and 1420
but has been burnt down, rebuilt, sacked and renovated
countless times so most of the architecture you can see today
dates from the 1700s and onwards.

Take a trip to the majestic Summer Palace, a beautiful UNESCO
World Heritage site and a masterpiece of Chinese landscape
garden design. The natural landscape of hills and open water is
combined with artificial features such as pavilions, halls, palaces,
temples and bridges to form a harmonious ensemble of
outstanding aesthetic value.

Day 3 Great Wall of China

mountains to reach China’s most renowned monument, the Great
Wall. Along the way, you'll enjoy stopping for a delicious Peking
Duck lunch which is one of Beijing's most famous dishes
(vegetarian options will be available also).

On arrival at the Great Wall, you'll visit the less-touristy and more
original Juyong Pass, avoiding other sections that are the most
accessible and consequently, the most crowded. The Great Wall
meanders through China’s northern mountain ranges from the
Yellow Sea to the Gobi Desert which is a distance of more than
5,600 kilometres.

Their role
entails providing commentary, routing the
tour, and seeing that people have a good
time. They are a licensed, qualified expert
who supplies specific information on the
history, art, architecture and culture of the
city/village/attraction where they are
guiding the tour. The guide meets the
group at the required place and leaves it at
the end of the tour; they do not travel with
the group.

Tour Leader:

An experienced person tasked with
ensuring the smooth operation of tours, as
well as providing practical support to
passengers throughout the whole trip.
Their role primarily includes assisting with
accommodation, transportation between
locations, and communication with tour
guides at each stop. A tour leader may
provide general guidance around a city or
village and offer information on the place
visited on the bus. However, they are not
required to have specific art, architecture,
or historical knowledge. They are not
allowed to provide a guided tour or
commentary of a city/village/attraction
once there and, if caught doing so, can be
fined.

Please note: Tour leaders/guides are not a
standard inclusion in all travel offers. Tour
leaders/guides will only be made available
when required to enhance the experience of
the destination featured.

CLIMATE & AVERAGE TEMPERATURES

Beijing

Beijing has a temperate and continental
monsoon climate, with four distinct
seasons and big differences in temperature
between day and night. The seasons:
Summer in Beijing is hot and humid, while
winter is cold and dry. Spring and autumn
are short and cool. The coldest month is
January at an average of -4°C, and the
hottest month is July at an average of 26
°C.

Ulangab, Inner Mongolia

Ulangab has a temperate continental
monsoon climate, which is characterized
by an extreme range in temperatures
between seasons and a significant
difference between day and night. The
region is largely semi-arid. The Seasons:
Winter is long, frigid, and very dry, lasting
roughly from November to March. The
grasslands are covered in snow and ice.
Spring is brief, warming quickly but often
accompanied by strong winds and the
potential for dust storms. Summer is short,
warm, and the primary rainy season (July
and August), when the grasslands are at
their most lush. Autumn is short, providing
a cool and clear transition period before
the bitter cold returns.

Shanghai

Shanghai's weather is generally mild and
moist, with four distinctive seasons - a
pleasant warm spring, a hot rainy summer,
a comfortable cool autumn, and an
overcast cold winter. The weather in
Shanghai in July and August is the hottest,
with more than 10 days of high
temperatures above 35°C. The coldest
period is from late January to early
February. The springtime from March to
May is recommended as the best time to
pay a visit, while October to November,
with a pleasant autumn climate, is also a
wise choice.

Visas

Australian and New Zealand citizens
qualify for Visa-free travel to China for
stays up to 30 days. The visa exemption is
set to expire on the 31st December 2026.
Eligibility criteria will apply. Please consult
Smart Traveller and your nearest Chinese
consulate for up-to-date eligibility criteria
and information.

Chinese Citizens

All Chinese passport holders are required
to provide a clear copy or scan of their
Chinese Resident Identity Card at least 4
weeks prior to departure. Additionally, you
must carry your physical Resident Identity
Card with you during your travels, in
addition to your passport. It is important to
note that certain major sites, such as The
Forbidden City, strictly require a Chinese
Resident Identity Card for all Chinese
citizens in order to book tickets. Please be
aware that if this ID is not provided in
time, you may be unable to participate in
these activities.

Important:

e Please start arranging your visa three weeks
before departure to account for any delays
due to consulate operating hours.

e Visa rules are subject to change. Please
check with the nearest embassy, consulate
or immigration department of the
destination/s you are visiting once you
receive your travel documentation to
ensure you have the most up to date
information.

e |t is your responsibility to be travel-ready
and ensure that you are aware and comply
with any destination or travel requirements,
including the validity of all required travel
documents.
