fined.

Mediterranean

The Mediterranean region transitions from
pleasant spring warmth to intense summer
heat and back to mild autumn conditions
between May and October, with average
maximum daytime temperatures ranging
from the low 20C range in the shoulder
months to the high 20°C to mid-30°C
range during peak summer. In May,
temperatures are typically a pleasant 20°C
to 25°C, ideal for sightseeing; the weather
then heats up dramatically, peaking in July
and August where highs commonly exceed
30°C (and can occasionally surpass 35°C in
the Eastern Mediterranean and interior
areas); by September, the heat eases
slightly with averages around 25°C to
27°C, and by October, the weather is
generally mild and comfortable, averaging
between 20°C and 24°C with increased
chances of rain, making the whole period
reliably warm and sunny, especially from
June through September.

European Union Entry/Exit System (EES)

From October 12, 2025, a new European
Entry System (EES) replaces the current
manual passport-stamping process for
non-EU travelers. Upon arrival in the
Schengen area, Australian and New
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Important Information

Zealand passport holders will have their
fingerprints recorded and a photograph
taken. Their entry and exit dates will be
electronically registered. No previous
action is required, but please be aware of
longer wait times at border entry. From 10
April 2026, the EES will be fully
operational at all external border crossing
points of all the European countries
(Schengen area) using the system.

European Travel Information &
Authorisation System (ETIAS)

As an extension of the EES implementation
introduced from 2025, ETIAS travel
authorisation is a mandatory entry
requirement for visa-exempt nationals
travelling to any of these 30 European
countries, including Australian and New
Zealand citizens, that will be introduced in
2026. We advise you to monitor
smartraveller.com.au closer to your
departure to ensure you are up to date on
the requirements at the time of entry.

Tiirkiye

According to the Law on Foreigners and
International Protection which entered
into force on 11th April 2014, those
foreigners who arrive at sea ports and
intend to visit the seaport city or nearby
provinces for touristic purpose are exempt
from visa provided that their stay does not
exceed 72 hours.

Montenegro

You can stay for up to 90 days in 6 months
without a tourist visa from the date of
entry into Montenegro if travelling on an
Australian passport.

Important:

e Please start arranging your visa three weeks
before departure to account for any delays
due to consulate operating hours.

e Visa rules are subject to change. Please
check with the nearest embassy, consulate
or immigration department of the
destination/s you are visiting once you
receive your travel documentation to
ensure you have the most up to date
information.
