There are normally 40-60 orphaned elephants. Watch them

being fed from the safety of a viewing platform about 8 metres

away at one of the four daily feeding sessions held every three

hours from 09:00 to 18:00.

The elephants are never chained and are free to roam around and

play as they wish. Human contact is kept to a minimum in order

to maximise their chance of survival when they are returned to

the wild.

Following Udawalawe, continue to the Galle area on the southern

coast of Sri Lanka, where you will be met by the tour guide for a

city tour of Galle. On the drive, pass many fishing villages and

palm-fringed bays. Begin a tour at Galle Fort - the largest intact

Dutch fort in Asia, inscribed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site in

1988.

They are not

allowed to provide a guided tour or

commentary of a city/village/attraction

once there and, if caught doing so, can be
