Spring (September to November) brings

mild temperatures, blooming gardens, and

lush green scenery, with daytime

temperatures typically ranging from 12°C

to 22°C. Summer (December to February)

offers long daylight hours, warm

temperatures of 20°C to 30°C, and

excellent conditions for sightseeing,

cruising, and outdoor activities. Autumn

(March to April) is equally delightful, with

comfortable temperatures, crisp mornings,

and stunning autumn colours throughout

many regions.
